Someone will roast some
chestnuts and the men will
sit around the table and play
cards, sipping some home-
made wine. The music box
is playing Ave Maria.
Traditionally we celebrate
Christmas with food and
music. While doing a little
research about the music, I
wondered about the origins
of “Ava Maria,” and learned
that the music (not the
words) was originally written
by Schubert in 1825 as part
of his Opus 52 that included

seven songs based on Walter
Scott’s epic poem, Lady of
the Lake. Schubert entitled it
“Ellen’s Third Song.” Franz
Liszt arranged three differ-
ent versions for piano. The
words were originally writ-
ten in German. What most of
us know, is the version writ-
ten in Latin, which has been
recorded and sung by many
singers, under the title of
“Ava Maria.” Surprisingly,
Walt Disney included some
of the music in the 1940
movie “Fantasia.”
